2. A one or two-page essay about your college experience.  (Has it been positive?  Are you 

glad you chose your particular school?  If not, will you change schools?  What activities have 

you been involved in?  Have you been active in any church-related groups or activities and if 

so, what?  When do you expect to complete your studies?  What are your plans for the future 

after graduation? Essays should be specific to the current year and award.
